e someone unimportant;
invitation to a birthday dinner:
“can’t make it, but later (on
same date) accepted an
invitation to a VIP’s dinner”.

e rich businessman regarding
payment of consultant’s fees:
“Not now, company has no
money.”

e etc: there is no end to the list.

The spiritual influence on our
minds at this time is the devil who
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is the father of lies. Though at
times our conscience might prick
us but we did not have the strength
to overcome. Only in Christ when
we know the TRUTH that we are
set free. This only happens when
we consciously allow the WORD to
renew our minds and purpose to be
doers of the Word.

As we mature, we must go through
various trials and this testing of
our faith will give us strength to
eventually be overcomers. Ps
116:11 “All men are liars”. This
also covers deceit, deception and
falsehood.

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How To Evangelise

When | think of evangelism, | would refer to Matthew 28:18-20 and Mark
16:15-18, 20.

Matthew 28; 18 - 20

And Jesus came and spoke to them, saying, “All authority has been given
to Me in heaven and on earth. 19 Go therefore and make disciples of all the
nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the
Holy Spirit, 20 teaching them to observe all things that | have commanded
you; and lo, | am with you always, even to the end of the age.” Amen.

Mark 16: 15 - 18, 20

15 And He said to them, “Go into all the world and preach the gospel to
every creature. 16 He who believes and is baptized will be saved; but he
who does not believe will be condemned. 17 And these signs will follow
those who believe: In My name they will cast out demons; they will speak
with new tongues; 18 they will take up serpents; and if they drink anything
deadly, it will by no means hurt them; they will lay hands on the sick, and
they will recover.”

20 And they went out and preached everywhere, the Lord working with
them and confirming the word through the accompanying signs. Amen.

Here is where Jesus commanded you and me, not the pastors, leaders,
but you and me, to go and make disciples and preach the gospel to every
creature in the world.

If we are to be obedient and trust Him, we should go and share the gospel
to every person we meet in our day-to-day lives.

Why do so many of us not do it? The reasons are:-
1. Fear of the unknown

2. Fear of rejection

3. Not knowing how to start

Whoever we are with, we need to be witnesses for our Lord Jesus,
because, He says, “Whoever confess Me before men, | will confess him
before My Father who is in Heaven.”

Giving testimonies is good, because people love to hear stories about
another person, especially in the area of changed lives. So let us tell
people about Jesus, who He is and what He did for mankind who have
fallen short of the glory of God.

Here is a simple way of using your five fingers to start sharing the gospel
on a one- to -one basis.

1. Your thumb pointing up to heaven, to indicate it is a free gift - it is not
earned or deserved.

2. Your index finger symbolizes a pistol - Man is a sinner, he cannot save
himself.

3. Your third finger symbolizes the Trinity - God is merciful and does not
want to punish us; God is love but because He is also just, He must
deal with sin and the people who continue to sin.

4. Your wedding ring finger symbolizes Christ the bridegroom. Questions
to ask:-

a. Who is He? b. What did He do?

5. Your last little finger symbolizes Faith. Faith to believe and trust in

Jesus alone saves us.

Note: For each point there is a story to substantiate it so that the hearer
can understand the point you are making.

Therefore, | urge you brothers of the FGBMF to make it a point in your
chapter to learn the above simple and effective way of sharing the gospel to
your family members, neighbors, colleagues, friends, and even strangers.

From the above you will not be short of getting prospects in your daily life
to share the gospel.

If your chapter would spare us an hour during your weekly meetings, we

can come and explain further the above method of sharing the gospel.
