These things | have spoken to you, that in Me
you may have peace. In the world you will have
tribulation; but be of good cheer, | have overcome
the world.” John 16:33 (NKJV)

On Friday the 13 November 2015, the calm and
peaceful Paris night was shattered by a shooting
rampage, explosions and mass hostage-taking.
Calling it an unprecedented terrorist attack on
France, President Francois Hollande immediately
declared that France is at war against ISIL. He
stepped up bombing raids on Islamic State
strongholds in Syria and promised a substantial
increase in spending on defense and security.

Closer to home, Malaysians are in a state of
uncertainty. Our political leaders are at odds with
one another and are without a clear resolution
as we approach 2016. This has placed huge
pressure on our nation’s economy as investors
grew exceedingly weary. Couple with this we are
faced with the issue of security in Sabah with the
threat of Abu Sayyaf.

It is not surprising to see a world in turmoil. Jesus
said “in the world you will have tribulation”. But
in order for us to have true peace in our lives, we
need to rely on God.

Many of us would have sung the hymn “It Is Well
With My Soul”. It was written by Horatio Spafford,
a 43-year-old Chicago businessman. Spafford
suffered financial disaster in the Great Chicago
Fire of 1871 while he and his wife were still

grieving over the death of their only son shortly
before the fire. Spafford realized they needed to
get away for a vacation. His wife Anna and his
four daughters sailed ahead. The ship they were
travelling in was struck by an iron sailing vessel
and sank in the Atlantic Ocean. His wife survived
the accident, unfortunately their four daughters
drowned in the tragedy. Spafford then sailed to
England, to be with his wife. Travelling over the
location of his daughters’ deaths, he wrote this
hymn: “It Is Well With My Soul”.

How could it be “well with our soul” when we
are faced with tumultuous circumstance? There
is no denying, life is hard. The days of darkness
will be many. But there is hope! The storms of
life will come, but they don’t have to overcome
us. When we find ourselves experiencing
“weaknesses, insults, hardships, persecutions,
and calamities” (2 Corinthians 12:10), don’t
think as if something strange is happening to us
(1 Peter 4:12).

It is what we must expect living in a creation
subjected to futility (Romans 8:20). But it was
subjected to futility in hope — hope “that the
creation itself will be set free from its bondage to
corruption and obtain the freedom of the glory
of the children of God” (Romans 8:21).

It’s this Spirit-empowered dynamic in the
soul that allows us to be both “sorrowful, yet
always rejoicing” (2 Corinthians 6:10). It is this
realization which enables us to declare “it is well
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with my soul”. We expect sorrow from the world
and redemption from our Savior, who will work
even our sorrows for His ultimate good (Romans
8:28).

In your days of darkness, Jesus understands
(Hebrews 4:15) and wants you to take heart:
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“I have said these things to you, that in me you
may have peace. In the world you will have
tribulation. But take heart; | have overcome the
world.” (John 16:33)

FGBMF Sabah chips in with 1,000 cartons drinking water in Sabah

water shortage
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For the people of Sabah the
adage “when it rains, it pours”
proves to be very true. Twelve
days after a deadly earthquake
measuring 5.9 in the Richter
scale hit Mount Kinabalu on
5 June 2015 killing 18 people,
disaster struck again in the
form of heavy downpours
which lasted three days.

The continuous downpour
which hit the slopes of Mount
Kinabalu caused simultaneous
avalanches of debris comprising
loosen top soil, uprooted trees
and fallen rocks. The avalanche
was transformed into
monstrous mud-flows bursting
river banks, causing numerous
landslides and  destroying
water pipelines, water intake
source, thereby contaminating
the water quality supplied
to homes, hostels, schools,
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government
hospitals etc.

departments,

This resulted in a second major
disaster in the form of the
massive water shortages in the
Ranau, Kundasang and Kota
Belud districts bringing further
grief and suffering for the
inhabitants.

Church leaders, NGOs,
villagers including government
departments began sending

out urgent appeals for public
support to supply treated and
drinking water to these affected
areas.

This acute water shortage
incident happened just a
week after the conclusion of
“FGBMF’s Konferensi PPK” (9-
11 June) at KDCA, Penampang.
We promptly assembled and
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mobilized our FGBMF team to
respond to this urgent need.
In just one and a half day, we
collected generous donations
from several FGBMF and
Christian brothers amounting
to RM13,000.

The funds collected were
used to buy 1,000 cartons
of bottled drinking water
which we distributed to three
areas, namely the Kundasang
Community Center (300
cartons), Ranau District
Hospital (300 cartons) and
Ranau Namaus Bible School
and Hostel (400 cartons).

We thank God that FGBMF
Sabah was able to do its bit to
alleviate the water shortage
problem in Sabah.
